I graduated from the four year NHTCA/NHCTCA Joint Certification Program in August 2015, earning the distinction of Certified Town Clerk & Tax Collector.  In an effort to stay current with changing laws, regulations and best practices, I continue to attend the annual conferences and workshops offered by the NH Town Clerk and Tax Collector Associations, Secretary of State, Department of Motor Vehicles and NH Municipal Association.  I currently serve as Vice President of the NH Tax Collectors’ Association and I am one of two County Coordinators for the Tax Collectors in Merrimack County. 

During my tenure as Town Clerk/Tax Collector, our office has implemented a number of services.  We offer the option of paying for vehicle renewals, dog registrations, vital records, property tax and sewer bills, as well as provide access to property tax information online through the town website, www.pittsfieldnh.gov. We recently added the following additional online payment options: “Code Compliance payments”, which includes building, electrical, mechanical and plumbing permits as well as Planning Board and Zoning Board application fees; "Citation Payments” to pay for locally issued parking tickets and dog civil forfeitures; and "Misc Payments" which is currently set up for the acceptance of cemetery lot and Parks & Recreation fees. There is the option to upload supporting documentation or it may be scanned and e-mailed to us. We extend the courtesy of e-mail renewal notices for vehicle registrations and dog licenses and the option of paperless notification of property tax and sewer invoices.  In addition to serving as a certified municipal and boat agent, our office is also an approved Fish and Game agent.  Fishing and hunting licenses, ATV, snowmobile and trail bike registrations may all be purchased at the Town Hall.

My current community involvement includes serving on the Blueberry Express Daycare Board of Directors, and I recently “retired” as Treasurer for the First Congregational Church of Pittsfield.
I believe the experience I have gained over my past terms and my twenty plus years of work experience in customer service and account management has served me well and I would consider it a privilege to continue to serve as your Town Clerk/Tax Collector.
